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Fabric:

+ 1/4 yd each of 13 of the Jumping beans line for the arrows. (59872,59873, 59874, 59875,
59876, 59877, 59878, 59879, 59880, 59881, 59882, 59883, 59884)

+ 2 yds of the Jumping Beans all over design for the border and binding (59871).

+ 1 yard each of the 4 two color Dancing Doodles Ribbon line for the background squares
(59272, 59273, 59274, 59275).

+ 5 yards paper-backed fusible web

Other stuff:

* Pencil

+ Scissors for paper and fabric
* Rotary cutter, mat and ruler
+ Iron and ironing surface



Instructions:

1. Background blocks: Cut three 18” squares from each background fabric.
Using the photo as a guide put them up on your design wall.

2. Trace the arrow pattern on this sheet 52 times on the paper side of your
paper-backed fusible. Do not let them touch. Cut the arrows roughly apart, just
outside the line.

3. Following the instructions that came with your paper-backed fusible product,
fuse 4 arrows to the back of each of the 13 arrow fabrics.

4. Cut all the arrows out on the tracing lines. Remove the paper.

5. Refer to the quilt photo and match up the fabric arrows with the background
squares. Each background square has 4 arrows of the same fabric. You will
have one set of arrows (blue/light blue) left over, those are for the border.

6. Pull one background fabric and the matching arrow set off of the design wall.
Fold your background fabric in half and lightly press the center in both direc-
tions creating a cross in the middle of the block. Lay out the arrows as in the
diagram, with the straight edges of each arrow about 1/” away from the fold.
When you have them arranged, fuse them down. Repeat with all the blocks.

7. Sew your blocks into rows. Sew your rows together.

8. Cut two boarder fabrics 61/ X 701/°. Sew them to the long sides of the quilt
top. Cut two more borders 61/” X 65” and sew them to the top and bottom of
your top. Make sure to back stitch the beginning and endings of these two
seams.

9. Refer to the photo and fuse the blue arrows in the corners. The straight
edges are about 1/” away from the seam.

10. Quilt and bind as desired. You can use the left-over border fabric for a self-
binding.
